Charles Darwin University Bequest Program 
 
Charles Darwin University is founded on 50 years of delivering tertiary education to the Northern 
Territory. 
 
Formed through a merger between the Northern Territory University, Alice Springs-based Centralian 
College, the Menzies School of Health Research and NT Rural College in Katherine, Charles Darwin 
University offers a fresh approach to training, education, research and knowledge application. It aspires 
to be recognised internationally as a centre of excellence in Indigenous and cross cultural knowledge, 
tropical knowledge (relevant to the wet/dry tropics) and desert knowledge. 
 
As a multi-sector education provider, the University can provide unique pathways for students, from 
school-based vocational training through to advanced research degrees.  
 
Although the University receives funding from the Commonwealth and Territory governments for its core 
activities on a per-student basis, more funds are required to further develop our research programs, 
scholarships and facilities.  
 
Your bequest: 
Through bequests people can make the most substantial gift of their lives. 
After taking care of your loved ones we ask that you consider making a bequest to Charles Darwin 
University as an investment in quality education in the Territory and tomorrow’s future leaders. 
 
Your thoughtful support through a bequest will contribute towards our capacity to ensure the delivery of 
the very best education for our future students.  
 
Types of bequests in your will: 
A Bequest is a gift or donation left in your will. It may be: 

·  A percentage of your estate 
·  A gift of a specific sum of money 
·  Assets; for example, property, shares, artworks or cars 
·  The residual of your estate – what remains after all other bequests and family interests have 

been granted. 
 
Your bequest can be made as a general or unrestricted gift or it can be directed towards a specific area 
of the University. 
 
Priorities and areas of urgent need invariably change over the passage of time. This means that the 
most valuable gift to the University is the unrestricted bequest, as it allows us to direct the funds to the 
area of greatest need at the time when the gift is received. If you have a bequest intention towards a 
particular area of the University please consider having a confidential discussion with one of our staff to 
ensure that it is an enduring area of work to which your gift can eventually be applied. 
 
How to include Charles Darwin University in your wi ll 
To make a bequest to the University, the first step is to make a will or to alter your existing will. Your 
solicitor can assist you in deciding which type of bequest would be most suitable and in drafting or 
amending your will. 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Suggested wording for the donor’s will:  

1. I give [amount, asset] free of all debts, encumbrances, duties or taxes to Charles Darwin University 
Foundation Limited (ACN 059 501 165) (“the Institution”), at my death in augmentation of its existing 
funds and, at the written request of any two of the President, Chairman/woman, Treasurer and 
Secretary (or like officers if those officers are not so named) of the Institution my executors may sell 
or otherwise convert into money the subject matter of this gift and dispose the proceeds in 
accordance with the direction of the Institution. 

2. If at my death the Institution has amalgamated with another body this gift is a gift to the members at 
my death of the amalgamated body in augmentation of its existing funds. 

3. I declare that the receipt of the Executive Officer, Treasurer or other proper officer for the time being 
of the Institution shall be an absolute discharge to my executors. 

 
Informing us of your bequest: 
We appreciate that your will is a confidential document, and that you have the right to remain anonymous in 
making your bequest. However, if you decide to remember us in your will, we would welcome the opportunity 
to thank you and discuss suitable acknowledgement and recognition. To keep you informed of the 
University’s work, you would also have the option of receiving our biannual magazine, Origins, invitations to 
special university events and a personal contact at the University when ever you want to discuss any matter.

The Charles Darwin University Foundation was established in 1993 to enhance the relationship 
between the University and the wider Northern Territory community. The Foundation is trustee of the 
Charles Darwin University Foundation Trust. It encourages donations and other contributions and 
guarantees the security of funds raised to promote the University's development.  

A company limited by guarantee and not having a share capital, the Foundation is established under 
a Memorandum of Association and Articles of Association. The Board of Directors comprises the 
Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, three representatives appointed by the University Council, two 
elected representatives of corporate members and two elected representatives of individual 
members. 

While the University receives funding from both the Commonwealth and Northern Territory 
Governments for essential recurrent and capital costs, the Foundation was established to generate 
the extra funds needed for investment in a wide variety of programs, projects and infrastructure. 
Donations from individuals and organisations support, for example: 

·  Improving Indigenous education and leadership outcomes 

·  Provision of much needed scholarships and prizes 

·  Research fellowships – enabling the brightest to tackle the most important issues of the day 

·  Provision of cutting edge teaching and learning resources, including library services 

·  The University Art Collection’s acquisition and exhibition programs
