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Purpose Remote education placement travel grant

This one-off remote education placement travel grant supports travel and accommodation expenses for eligible pre-service teachers (PSTs) to attend a compulsory professional experience placement in an Aboriginal Community in a remote area of Australia. Education placements in Aboriginal communities located in remote areas are for pre-service teachers who have an interest in, and understanding of, teaching Aboriginal students whose first language and/or dialect is other than English.
 Eligibility criteria
· must be enrolled in an Initial Teacher Education course
· must be enrolled in a compulsory professional experience placement unit (or have a PO grade)
· must not have previously received the remote education placement travel grant 
· must be residing outside of the remote community where the placement will take place
Conditions
· The remote education placement travel grant may not cover all travel and accommodation costs. Pre-service may need to contribute to travel and accommodation expenses.  
· Unless there is an extenuating circumstance remote education placement travel grant are limited to one placement per PST. 
· Pre-service teachers must not make or request any bookings or arrangements. CDU will make all required travel and accommodation bookings on behalf of the PST.
· No cash/money will be exchanged between CDU and the PST.
