For over 30 years the University Theatre has played 
a vital role in providing facilities for amateur and 
professional artists that have taken the performing 
arts in the Northern Territory to great heights; 
bringing students of all ages face to face with artists 
and performers from all four corners of the world.  
 
This building is the home of the Darwin Symphony 
Orchestra and is also used frequently by other 
musical and artistic groups, including the Darwin 
International Guitar Festival. 
 
30 years is a long time. The time has come for the 
Theatre to undergo a major renovation program to 
create a vibrant and contemporary new Performing 
Arts facility.  
 
The renovation program, subject to funding, could 
include: 

·  Redevelopment of the Theatre entrance and 
foyer 

·  Redevelopment of the theatre stage, wings 
and backstage facilities 

·  New changing rooms and preparation areas 

·  Improved lighting and sound 

·  Improved acoustics  

·  New Audience Seating to accommodate 
250/300 people
