	General Information

	Purpose
	· The University has developed this policy in recognition of the potential risk to the health and safety of staff, students and visitors through the use of bicycles on pathways on University grounds.

· The University encourages the use of bicycles as it raises the level of fitness and health of those using this mode of transport as well as allowing more available parking space for staff and students.

· The University recognizes its responsibilities to provide a healthy and safe environment for all persons on University grounds under the Northern Territory Health and Safety Legislation and its own Health and Safety Policy.

· This policy is to be read in conjunction with the University Site and Traffic By-law No. 9.

· The University will provide access to bicycle racks designed to allow the securing of bicycles.

· The University Campus maps will indicate the pathways, which cannot be used by cyclists, shared pathways and the position of bicycle racks.

	Definitions
	Bicycle:
Any reference to bicycle in this policy also includes persons using roller skates, blades and skateboards.

	Principles
	· Bicycles are not to be ridden on covered walkways.

· Where there is a bicycle and pedestrian-shared pathway, the pedestrian has right of way.

· Bicycles are not to be ridden on pathways on University grounds at a speed greater than walking pace.

· Bicycles shall utilize the ring roads of the University where possible to reach their destination point and park bicycles at the nearest parking rack.
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
