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The Fulbright Northern Territory Scholarship has been established 
through a partnership between Blackboard Asia Pacific, Charles 
Darwin University and the Northern Territory Government, in 
cooperation with the Australian-American Fulbright Commission. 
 
The Fulbright Northern Territory Scholarship will operate in the 
same way as the Fulbright Australian Scholarship, the difference 
being that it will only be open to Northern Territory applicants and 
those applicants will only be judged against other applicants from 
the Northern Territory. This will mean that the chances of success 
for individual scholars will be greater, and the Northern Territory 
will have more students, academics and professionals benefiting 
from this program. 
 
All of the other Australian states have established similar programs 
within their own jurisdictions. A Fulbright Northern Territory 
Selection Committee will be established with representatives from 
relevant organisations to assess NT applications and make 
recommendations to the Fulbright Commission. 
 
Applications for the inaugural Fulbright NT Scholarship will open 1 
June 2010 and close in August 2010. Successful applicants will be 
notified in December 2010 and will take up their scholarship in
