Scholarship

The Department of Business and Employment (DBE) has established, through the Charles
Darwin University Foundation, the DBE Information Technology Scholarship to encourage
student participation at Charles Darwin University. The scholarship is available to students
studying full time in a Bachelor of Information Technology at Charles Darwin University.

The value of the scholarship is $5,000 per annum for three years for a full time student. The
scholarship will be paid in instalments of $2,500, shortly after the census date in Semester 1
and Semester 2, subject to satisfactory academic progress, i.e. have not failed a unit and have
achieved a Credit average in each semester of enrolment whilst receiving the scholarship.

The scholarship may be awarded to a first or second year student and will be for the full term of
the scholarship holder’s studies or a period not exceeding three continuous years (whichever is
the lesser).

Eligibility
The successful applicant will:
be an enrolled, full time student studying a Bachelor of Information Technology at Charles

Darwin University;

be assessed on the basis of academic merit, personal qualities and reasons for
undertaking the proposed study;

be an Australian citizen or permanent resident; and

reside in the Northern Territory.
