Value 
 
The value of the scholarship is $3,000 for one year to be paid in two equal instalments shortly 
after the census dates in Semester 1 and Semester 2. 
 
 
Eligibility 
 
The successful applicant will: 
 

·  Not be in receipt of another CDU scholarship; 

·  be a current enrolled fulltime student in any year of study; 

·  be of Indigenous Australian descent;  

·  reside in the Northern Territory; and 

·  be assessed on the basis of academic merit, personal qualities and reasons for
