  Traditional Credit Union VET    
  Scholarship 

 
The Traditional Credit Union has established, through Charles Darwin University Foundation, the 
Traditional Credit Union VET Scholarship. The scholarship is intended to encourage Indigenous 
student participation at Charles Darwin University (CDU) and in the Territory workforce. 
 
The Traditional Credit Union Limited was established in 1994 to provide culturally appropriate 
financial services to Aboriginal people living in remote communities in the Northern Territory, 
particularly those disadvantaged by a lack of existing services. 

 
There are two VET Scholarships available. The value of each scholarship is $2,500 for one year. 
The payments will be made after the census date in Semester 1, as follows: 
 

�  $1,000 to be paid to the recipient 
�  $1,000 towards course fees  
�  a $500 account at the CDU Bookshop (to be used for textbooks)  

 
If the course fees are less than $1,000, the remaining amount will be paid to the Scholarship 
recipient in Semester 1. 

 
Traditional Credit Union may offer the recipient paid work placements in semester breaks. If so, the 
recipient will be contacted by Traditional Credit Union. 
 
Eligibility 

 
The successful applicant will: 
 

·  be enrolled to study full time in a VET course at Charles Darwin University in 2009;  

·  be of Indigenous Australian descent;  

·  reside in Darwin, Milingimbi, Galiwin’ku, Gapuwiyak, Ramingining, Wadeye, Maningrida, 

Gunbalanya, Warruwi, Ngukurr, Numbulwar or Minyerri 

 
Applications from other Indigenous communities in the Northern Territory will be considered.
