General Eligibility 
 
The successful applicant will: 
 
·  be a current, enrolled full time student undertaking study at either Charles Darwin University 

(CDU) or Batchelor Institute of Indigenous Tertiary Education; 
 
·  give an oral presentation to AFUW (NT) one year after receipt of the scholarship; 
 
·  have demonstrated community service and involvement; and 
 
·  have an appropriate academic record. 

Specific Eligibility 

·  One Postgraduate research scholarship is open to all women studying full time at either CDU or 
Batchelor Institute of Indigenous Tertiary Education. 

·  One Indigenous scholarship is open to all Indigenous women studying full time at either CDU or 
Batchelor Institute of Indigenous Tertiary Education who have completed their first year of 
undergraduate study. 

·  One Undergraduate scholarship is open to all women studying full time at either CDU or 
Batchelor Institute of Indigenous Tertiary Education who have completed their first year of 
undergraduate study.
