Before you begin your Application, read the Scholarship Information Sheet carefully to
ensure that you meet and address the eligibility criteria for each scholarship you are
applying for.

If you have any questions regarding Commonwealth Education Cost (CECS),
Accommodation Cost (CAS) or Indigenous Access (IAS) Scholarships, and/or your
eligibility, contact the Scholarships Officer prior to submitting your application.

Personal Details

You are required to complete the personal details section. Mandatory Fields are marked with an *
1. Available Commonwealth Learning Scholarships

Indicate which Commonwealth Learning Scholarship(s) you are applying for by placing an ‘X’ in the
relevant box(s).

If you have any questions regarding your eligibility please contact the Scholarships Officer.

2. Citizenship/ Permanent Resident Details

You must attach a certified copy of the requested documentation to your application. Australian
Citizens need to provide a certified copy of their birth certificate or relevant page of their passport.

Holders of Australian Permanent Humanitarian Visa's must provide a certified copy of the relevant
page from their passports.

Permanent Residents are not eligible to receive a CLS, unless they have made an application and
have been accepted to become an Australian Citizen before the census date for the relevant
semester.

Helpful Hint: Copies can be certified at Casuarina, Palmerston and Alice Springs, or the
Administration Areas of any of our regional campus’. You must provide the original document when
requesting a certified copy.

3. Are you of Aboriginal or Torres Straight Islande r origin?

If you are of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Island origin, place an ‘X’ in the box marked ‘Yes'.

4. Centrelink Benefits

If you are in receipt of a Centrelink benefit, you must provide current supporting documentation for
the Benefit(s). Supporting documentation can include any of the following:

Benefit payment slip

Letter from Centrelink confirming your benefit

Health Care Card.

5. Other Information

Helpful Hints:

Present your answers to this section as a word processed document and attach it to your
application. This will add to the overall presentation of your application and allow the selection
panel to read your answers easily. Ensure you place your Name & Student Number at the top of
the sheet.

Structure your answers so that the information you provide can be clearly understood. You may
also consider using bullet points to outline academic achievements/prizes or any other information
you feel is best presented in this format.

8. Additional Information for Commonwealth Accommod ation Scholarship (CAS)
Applications

Carefully read the eligibility criteria for the CAS and if you meet the criteria, complete Section 8 of
the Application Form.

To have your application considered for a CAS you must provide us with details of your Residential
Address(es) and/or High School or college attended for the four years immediately preceding your
commencement of Higher Education.

Example 1: Brodie commenced higher education study in 2008. He would need to list his
residential details from 2007 to 2004.

Utility bills

Entry on electoral roll.

9. Additional Information for Indigenous Access Sch olarship (IAS) applicants

If you are applying for an IAS and you have relocated from a regional or remote area to undertake
your studies and you meet the additional requirements for the CAS as detailed above, you must
complete section 8 of the Commonwealth Scholarships Application Form.

If you are applying for an IAS and you have not relocated from a regional or remote area to
undertake your studies and do not meet the additional requirements for the CAS as detailed
above, you must complete section 9 of the Commonwealth Scholarships Application Form.

10. Use the Checklist

Go through the checklist to ensure that you have completed all sections of the application form and
have provided all the supporting documentation required.

If you do not provide all of the required documentation your application can not be assessed.

Remember: if you require documents to be copied and certified, this can be done by our Customer
Service Officers at Casuarina, Palmerston or Alice Springs Campus’, or the Administration areas of
any of our Regional Centres’.

11. Declaration

You must read and sign the declaration on the application form for your application to be assessed.
