No occupational licensing, certification or specific legislative requirements apply to this qualification at
the time of publication.

A Language, Literacy, Numeracy and Digital Literacy (LLND) evaluation helps identify any areas where you
may need additional support to help you achieve your goals.

To gain entry into SHB30516 Certificate Ill in Barbering as an Apprentice, candidates require:

e To be an Apprentice who has entered a Training Contract with their employer and Australian
Apprenticeship Support Network NT.

Students can undertake this course as non-apprentices at the Alice Springs campus; the full-time course
program is designed for applicants over the age of 21.

The Training Salon is a simulated work environment and requires students to wear work clothing suited to
the industry.
