AFFIRMATION OF CONFIDENTIALITY

In addition as you build rapport with children / youth or any clients they may wish to discuss with you their own life situations. If students keep a professional journal in which they record their reflections on their experiences in the workplace, the privacy and intellectual copyright to TF must be respected at all times. Critiques of individual’s should be at the level of issues, not personalities, and should be framed in such a way that the person making the statements would be prepared for the person being discussed to have access to their comments.

Students need to be aware that putting identifiable information in different internet mediums, such as Learnline and Facebook and other social networking sites constitutes a serious breach of confidentiality. This includes disclosing identifiable information about individuals or families, field educators or agencies.

It is important that the personal and private information of the children and their families is treated with the utmost respect.

All students are required to sign the “Affirmation of Confidentiality”.

All students intending to participate in the Territory Families Student Placement Program must respect the confidentiality of all private and personal information relating to children and their families who are placed in their care, or are discussed with them in the course of their participation in the program.
